Availability  
 
We now publish a Calendar on the “Testing Ses-
sions” page of the ITSO website    http://
www.itso.org.uk/page51/Home/Testing-Sessions 
that shows the availability of the Testing Service 
through to the end of 2010.  

This day by day Calendar confirms what days are 
available, unavailable, provisionally booked or 
fully booked. This detailed information should 
prove useful to anyone planning to book a testing 
session.  
 
It should be noted that the Calendar is based 
upon a  limited resource (usually 1 Tester), how-
ever if you do have a requirement for testing and 
the Calendar shows unavailability you are ad-
vised to enquire with Martyn Roper 
(operations@itso.org.uk) to see if the resource 
can be increased to accommodate your request. 
The maximum number of Testers that may be 
made available is 3, so provided you give good 
notice, then there is a good chance that we can 
meet your needs. 
 

New Application Forms  
 
One question that has been regularly asked is 
“What tests will be performed on the equipment I 
submit”? To date, this has been difficult to answer 
as the tests required are based upon the func-

tionality of the piece of equipment being sub-
mitted and this can vary enormously, especially 
for a POST or HOPS. It can take many hours 
just to determine the test list. 
 
We have been working on new Excel based 
Application Forms to address this issue and we 
are pleased to announce that we now have 
draft forms available for CMD (6C) & HOPS 
(6H) testing to V 2.1.3 of the Specification. 
 
If you would like to “trial” one of these Applica-
tion Forms then please contact Martyn Roper 
(operations@itso.org.uk) who will be delighted 
to provide you with a copy, we would really 
appreciate feedback on these Forms. 
 
The functionality of POSTs can vary dramati-
cally and hence the number of tests, so it is 
taking a little longer to produce a draft Applica-
tion Form (6P) for the POST, however this is 
well under way and it is anticipated it will be 
available in mid January 2010, please let    
Martyn know if you are interested in receiving a 
copy when this is available. 
 
It is anticipated to have Application Forms for 
testing to V 2.1.4 of the Specification available 
during February 2010 which should coincide or 
be shortly after this version of the Specification 
is published. �

As the deadline for the cessation of new Mifare® Classic 
customer media issuance draws near (31 December 
2009), ITSO has been closely monitoring all ITSO         
Licensed Members to gauge their progression in this mat-
ter. There are still concerns about the overall progress of 
ITSO Licensed Members in implementing alternative cus-
tomer media within the mandatory timescale, given that all 
Licensed Members have been afforded ample opportunity 
to request derogation in case of any delay. 
 
ITSO would like to make it fully clear to all ITSO Licensed 
Members that the timescales in place are non-negotiable 
and that all Licensed Members, except for those who have 
secured derogation earlier in the year, must implement 
alternative, compliant customer media from 1 January
