for which ITSO’s John Verity is overall co-ordinator

Charged with delivering a Route Map to Europe-wide interoperability of smart media across all
transport modes, there was widespread approval of the main deliverables at the recent IFM Fo-
rum meeting in Vienna when 14 Member States were represented. Already there is agreement on
media definitions and the EU-IFM Application. Privacy remains a major concern of many states
together with the organisational requirements to manage any future EU-IFM. But these issues are
under wide discussion and consensus is expected before the end of the year. Details are available
on the deliverables through the ITSO web-site or www.ifm-project.eu.

It is widely believed that ITSO is the closest in its current architecture to the EU-IFM with other
countries close to agreeing their own migration paths to conformance. Ultimately customers will

be able to download the EU-IFM application to allow them to purchase local transport products
across the EU onto their locally issued media. So an
ITSO media holder would be able to hold local travel
products from any participating country, not just their

home UK. This is expected to promote mobility across

Europe and encourage modal switching to public trans-

port- a key determinant in delivering a reduction in the e ) PROJ ECT

carbon footprint of travel.
